When Mary Magdalene, Mgrand Salome came the
tomb, their hopes andeétis
intersecéd. The wondeed aloud
about the inpossibly laye and hegy
stone that pesenéd an obscle b
their immediag¢ plans. Wrse, what
they thought Ig behind the tene
was unspeably devaating. Jesus,
who embodied the hope of God'soprise in a fully
human lie, vas nao sinply dead, but cruddd —xeecued
in the mosextreme humiliation, a sage mdery of the
hope that had lied with him.

But the sone vas gone, the awe enpty. Where they had
expeced D hear the silence of death’s keryg, they were
met by an anishing message that the criecifone \as
raised fom the dead, that their hopewviabrious aer
humiliation, and that Jesusdis and is leading theay
into an unepeced, suprising futue with God.
