Musings
from the Director of Family Ministries

Dear Sisters and Brothers,
In all things presume good will.  These words were shared during
a workshop I attended last September.  We were discussing
how healthy congregations handle disagreements.  The

leader of the workshop shared his belief that the best planning takes place
when you have a diverse group.  The group needs a realist, a dreamer, and a
planner.  Yikes!  How can such a planning party get anything done?  You
presume good will.
I write this three short weeks since Pastor Ranney retired.  I have been
approached by many of you during these weeks.  You ask questions.  You give
advice.  You have expressed anger.  You have shared joy.  You have been
anxious.  You have been discerning and prayerful.  You have not always
presumed good will.
This cannot be a one-sided attitude.  Here lies the rub.  Some of you are
generous toward others.  Some of you do a wonderful job of living by Martin
Luther’s teaching in the Small Catechism.  The Eighth Commandment:  You
shall not bear false witness against your neighbor.  What is this?  We are to fear and
love God, so that we do not tell lies about our neighbors, betray or slander them, or
destroy their reputations.  Instead we are to come to their defense, speak well
of them and interpret everything they do in the best possible light.
From his writings we know Luther did not always follow his own teaching.
Despite this, I don’t think you or I are off the hook.   Gossip is a deadly form
of breaking the Eighth Commandment.  May I suggest we stop gossiping?
Someone’s bad behavior does not give you or any of us permission to behave
badly ourselves.
This is not easy, presuming good will.  It requires each one of us to check our
cynicism and leave it outside of our conversations.  It is helpful that we are
called by Christ to live in his love.  Prayer is a powerful antidote to negativity
and gossip.  Living a prayer filled life opens us to the leading of the Holy
Spirit.  God is always with us.  Prayer connects us to God’s presence.  Knowing
the presence of God does give us the love we need for one another.  Thanks
be to God.
