Family Ministries
Dear Brothers and Sisters,
Stewardship is an archaic term,
but we church people use it
often.  I fear most hear, “They
want my money,” when
stewardship is mentioned.  The

more charitable response to stewardship might be, “I am
giving what I can.”  Neither response comes from a grateful
heart.  Do you understand who or what a steward is?  A
steward is one who is given the task of responsibly
managing the property put under her control.  He is
someone who has access to the owner’s property and the
freedom to make use of it as if it belongs to the steward.
Stewardship is not a ministry for the purpose of having
enough money to run the church.
The purpose is to help each of us grow in our
understanding that all we own or posses belongs to God.
God has graciously given it over to us to manage.
Truthfully, we don’t think this way about our money or
possessions.  Don’t we believe that we have worked for
what we have?  Don’t we live as if what is mine is mine
and only mine?
Luther wrote in the Small Catechism, “I believe that God
has created me and all that exists.  He has given me and
still preserves my body and soul with all their powers.  He
provides me with food and clothing, home and family,
daily work, and all I need from day to day.”
If God stops creating, it all falls away.  Not only do we
have nothing, we become nothing.
Luther continues, “All this he does out of fatherly and
divine goodness and mercy, though I do not deserve it.
Therefore I surely ought to thank and praise, serve and
obey him. This is most certainly true.”
Our stewardship is our thanking, praising, serving and
obeying God.  Good stewards worship regularly, wanting
to thank and praise God.  Good stewards seek ways to
serve and obey God.
Being a good steward doesn’t seem to come naturally.
Often one of the first words a child learns is “mine.”  It is
too bad that this “mine” holds tight to many of us, despite
our faith in God through Christ.  The Body of Christ is
the Church.  This congregation is a member of that body.
As stewards we are called to share with the body of Christ
all of the gifts we have received.  This is not because “they”
want something.  This is because Christ has ministry for

us to do.  You must give.  You must give your time.  You
must give your talents.  (If you are not sure what your
talents might be, see Vicar Marcel before he leaves us.
He will help you discover your talents.)  You must give
your money.  You are God’s steward.  What will God
have you do?

Huch Uy Runa, Help the Children Association
Making A Future for Street Kids in Cuzco, Peru

Today 5,000 children live on
the streets in Cuzco, a small
city in the Andean highlands
of Peru. In Cuzco you can
find the ancient treasures of
the Incan Empire alongside
extreme poverty and

exploitation, especially of the city’s children. Twenty-five
years ago children did not live and earn a livelihood —
meager as it may be — in the streets of Cuzco. This is a
recently-lived human tragedy, one that reflects larger

trends in Peruvian society,
although one that can be
addressed.
Huch Uy Runa is a non-
governmental organization
that since 1983 has taken
kids ages 5-17 off the street,
offered them food and shelter, and along with a lot of
love and affection, has given them the opportunity to get
an education and learn a trade. Huch Uy Runa is Quechua
(ancient Incan language still spoken by many in the
Andean highlands) for “small important person”. The
name undergirds the philosophy of this organization that

from a Christian perspective
believes that inside every
“little one” there is someone
very “big” and important
that is yet to be… but will be.
Every weekday 190 kids
come through the doors of
Huch Uy Runa for a meal,

primary education and training in carpentry, metallurgy,
ceramics, music, drawing and painting, dance, baking, and
gardening and horticulture. Some are already there, having
slept in one of the beds in Casa Huch Uy Runa. Services
are not provided in a vacuum, rather Huch Uy Runa has
a psychologist, dentist, teachers,
dietician and a nurse that provide
necessary support services to these
at-risk kids. These services are
provided at very low cost in terms of
North America. However, they are
necessary and cannot be continued
without support from caring people
outside of Peru.
Here’s how your support can help the street kids served
by Huch Uy Runa.
     ¨ For $50.00, Huch Uy Runa can provide three

meals a day to five children for an entire month.
     ¨ Health and dental care can be provided to a child

for a year for $11.00.
     ¨ For $16.00 a child can attend workshops in

carpentry, metallurgy and horticulture for 3
months.
