The Congregation Council is now in preparation for the

arrival of Pastor Evers.  The Property Committee is

nearing completion of the Parsonage – the recreation

room on the ground level had extensive waterproofing

work completed and the parsonage renovation team is

completing the finishes of the walls, ceiling, and flooring

during the month of May.

Pastor Evers comes to Reformation after serving the past

ten years as Associate Pastor for The Lutheran Church

of the Good Shepherd in Bel Air, Maryland.  He has

been the acting head of staff since the resignation of the

Senior Pastor in 2008.  Pastor Evers earned his Masters

of Divinity from Luther Seminary in St. Paul, Minnesota

after completing a Bachelor of Arts in English Literature

while attending Connecticut College.  He will be joined

by his wife, Paige, daughter Sigrid, and son Soren.  Pastor

Evers ministry at Reformation will begin on Monday,

June 14th.
