                       Is Your Faith a Riot? 

     I am writing this article just before Holy Week begins, 
but I know it will be read after Easter Sunday.  But now 
that May is here, Easter has not passed.  Easter is not just 
a day, but a season, made up of seven Sundays.  It has 
been called “a week of weeks,” a festival that takes a full 
49 days to celebrate.  How can the resurrection of Jesus 
be be observed in just one day?  Indeed, it takes a lifetime to even begin to 

understand the beauty and power of this Gospel, that sin and death have been 
defeated and life eternal has been won for us now. 
 
     During this Easter season, we will have an opportunity to explore together 
how we can live out this good news.  On the first four Tuesday evenings in 
May, at 7:00, I will be leading an interactive Bible study on the book of 
Ephesians.  This is not the most frequently studied book in the New 
Testament; however, it is full of treasures.  Eugene Peterson, one of the most 
gifted spiritual guides and theologians in the Christian church today, recently 
wrote a book entitled Practicing Resurrection, where he looks at Ephesians as 
a guide for growing into spiritual maturity.  And for him, that means finding 
the resurrection life of Jesus more and more evident in one’s own life. 
 
     The story of the Ephesian church is fascinating.  It starts in Acts 19, when 
Paul discovers disciples of Jesus in the city there who had never heard of the 
Holy Spirit.  Once they are baptized into the name of Jesus (they had only 
been baptized in the manner of John the Baptist), the Holy Spirit is unleashed 
among them, and amazing things start to happen.  Miracles occur.  Pretenders 
try to cast out demons in Jesus’ name, but without faith, and are soundly 
defeated, leading to mass confessions and conversions.  This, in turn, creates 
resistance from the silversmiths who made idols of Artemis, who stir up 
crowds into an anti-Christian riot.

     Would our faith create mass demonstrations?  Would 
our way of life, shaped by the death-destroying love of 
God, lead to protests?  (And no, this isn’t an invitation 
for us to go out and behave obnoxiously in the name of 
Jesus just to get “the world” mad at us!)  Maybe our faith 
is too tame, then.  (Recent sociological studies, by the 
way, have shown that the reason why so many teens drop 
out of church is that their churches do not challenge them 
with a faith worth giving their lives to.  But that’s 
another story for another time…) Maybe we should be 
living a resurrection riot!   
     For the seven Sundays of Easter, and for the first four 
Tuesdays in May, we will be seeking God’s wisdom for 
how the resurrection of Jesus can shape our life.  I 
encourage you to join us whenever you can; if you miss 
one Tuesday night study, you can come to another!  And 
may the victory over sin and death won by Jesus fill you 
with joy and peace.

     Over these past two years God has really taught 
me a lot about him and taught me about myself.  
Even through my darkest and most challenging 
hours of life, I know people from Reformation were 
praying for me.
